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Permanent and Expanded Limited Duty for Combat Wounded Marines

Provided below is a general checklist for a Combat Wounded Marine requesting PLD or EPLD status.  This checklist may not be all inclusive and it is important to discuss all options with your Physical Evaluation Board Liaison Officer (PEBLO) or your unit's Career Planner.

There are two kinds of Permanent Limited Duty:

· Complete PEB Board.  If you are a Combat Wounded Marine with a Purple Heart, and anticipate an UNFIT finding from the PEB, but desire to stay a Marine then your should contact the Wounded Warrior Battalion East or West (WWBN-E or W) Career Planners to discuss your options.
· WWBN-E: 910-449-9828

· Found UNFIT for Duty.  It is a good idea to discuss your case with several representatives before signing your findings to ensure that you know all of your options.  Consider talking with the following personnel: PEBLOs, VA Counselors, Recovery Care Coordinator (RCC), Combat Wounded Career Planners (WWBN-E or W), and LIMDU Coordinator.  Once your PEB findings are presented to you there will be a limited amount of time for you to submit your election of options.  You should seek counsel before your results are received.
· Requesting PLD.   You must request PLD status through HQMC (MMSR-4) within 15 calendar days from the date that you signed and accepted your findings.  
· Documents Required:
· Command Non-Medical Assessment
· PEB Findings
· Command Endorsement (Company and Battalion level or higher) - Sample endorsement letter is available on the PLD/EPLD toolkit
· Letter from Marine to MMSR-4 officially requesting PLD - Sample letter is available
· Letters of Recommendation - Sample endorsement letter is available on the PLD/EPLD toolkit
· Promotion Quality Photo (preferably from Combat Camera)
· Requesting EPLD.  Once approved for PLD status by HQMC (MMSR-4), Combat Wounded Marines with a Purple Heart may request EPLD status through MMEA-6.  It is important to discuss your options with your Career Planner.  It may be necessary due to your injuries and/or abilities to lat-move and train in a new MOS in order to best support the Marine Corps mission.
