#4 SAMPLE NON-MEDICAL ASSESSMENT

Commanding Officer Comments
On _(date of injury)_, ___(name)___ suffered a severe blast induced traumatic brain injury during combat operations while serving in the Al Anbar Province, Iraq.  He was hospitalized for four weeks with a large left hemispheric brain injury and open frontal skull fracture. His left orbital rim, zygomatic arch, and upper jaw were crushed.  Other injuries suffered were multiple burns and shrapnel wounds to his extremities, collapsed lungs, herniated discs and compression fractures to the lower back, and a broken hand.  With the exception of having to endure constant lower back pain ___(name)___ has essentially recovered from his physical wounds.  However, as the result of having suffered a severe brain injury he is significantly challenged mentally.  He is often depressed and lacks the mental resilience necessary to deal with the challenges of his personal and professional life. 
  In an effort to support his recovery and to engage him in meaningful work he was brought into the Wounded Warrior Regiment staff where he has been detailed to several different work centers. Despite direct supervision and being assigned basic administrative tasks his efforts have achieved minimal success.  His efforts are compromised by the fact that he has significant issues with both his short and long term memory.  He cannot consistently maintain an organized and logical train of thought and often becomes frustrated with an assignment, if he doesn’t first forget what it is that he is supposed to be doing.  He is prone to frequent emotional outbursts of anger and frustration.  Fortunately, he is aware enough to understand that the degree of frustration and depression that he reaches may cause him to be a danger to himself or others and he does cooperate with recommended treatment.  Since reporting to the Regiment he has been hospitalized several times and benefited from other forms of intervention. 
In conclusion, ___(name)___ is nearly three years removed from the events that caused his injuries.  At this point in time I would not expect him to recover mentally or physically to the point that he would become strong enough to perform the duties required of his primary military occupational specialty as an Infantry Unit Leader (0369) and he has clearly demonstrated that he cannot perform in an administration or other office setting.  He is not worldwide deployable.  

On the basis of personal observation, it is my non-medical opinion that this Marine is not fit for continued military service because of the residual effects of the wounds he suffered in combat operations.   I recommend that he be medically retired with disability compensation awarded for his loss of an opportunity to complete a career.
